It feels like that he was not being negatively influenced by the poor family condition. On top of that, he is a gentleman even though being really young. It was really when we were on the way to his house. He gave the only umbrella to the girls and walked in the rain. Then we went to Qian Zhu’s house, who is a fifth grade student in Qinglong School. After her father passed away, her mother married another guy and left their hometown. She now lives with her grandparents. The only and very little income of the whole family is from her grandpa’s working. This little girl is relatively shy. We could feel that she was a little bit afraid of talking with us on that day. However, she is a really filial and thoughtful girl. In order to save some money, she has to walk half an hour in the mountain to school. When we arrived at her house, her grandma hurried to find us several stools to sit on. She ran to help her grandma as soon as she saw that. Also, we heard from her teachers that she was a top student in school with a lot effort. After visited the two kids’ home and heard their stories, we all felt stuck. Not only they two but a lot of young kids are suffering from similar situation. They are born in a fairly family or they have suffered from some misfortune. However, their temperament is not negatively affected as hard as we thought. They keep being positive and outgoing and are cultivated to be polite and thoughtful. Besides, most of them studied really hard even if they come from a poor family. These all moved and struck the volunteers. We mostly from families in big cities and live in a relatively good life without meeting huge difficulties or accidents. When we watched these kids positively living their life, we start thinking about ourselves. We might need to change the attitude and stop complaining. Instead, we should be thankful to our parents for providing us everything and use them in a proper way. We also hope that through this trip, we can bring them a different world and more confident for the future.
